Name of Proposed Revised System: OGE/GOVT-1, Executive Branch Personnel Public Financial
Disclosure Reports and Other Name-Retrieved Ethics Program Records.

accordance with the Ethics in Government Act of 1978 (EIGA). These records are maintained to ensure
compliance with various ethics laws and regulations, and to preserve and promote the integrity of public
officials and institutions. Under EIGA, the executive branch personnel public financial disclosure reports
and certain other name-retrieved documents are available to the public upon completion of a written
application, pursuant to 5 U.S.C. app. § 105(b)(2). The amendments will modify routine use (a.) to
update the references to provisions in the Ethics in Government Act (EIGA), 5 U.S.C. app. 101, regarding
procedures that must be met by any person before access to the records maintained in the system may be
granted. Specifically, the amendments add a citation to section 402(b)(1) of EIGA, which references the
OGE Director’s authority to establish procedures for providing public availability of financial disclosure
reports. The amendments also modify routine use (1.) to restore the routine use to its original language as
set forth at 76 FR 24489 (May 2, 2011). Routine use (1) was modified at 77 FR 45353 (July 31, 2012) to
implement provisions of the Stop Trading on Congressional Knowledge Act of 2012 (STOCK Act),
Public Law 112-105 (April 4, 2012), which required posting on agency websites all public financial
disclosure reports.
